James and Luke spoke to Mr Bicket about benches and picnic tables.  Mr Bicket can help with building these.  They can be made in school with the help of pupils – it would take a class about 2 days to make.  He is not sure of the cost, so we are estimating £150 budget.
Carys and Isabel spoke to Geordie about painting the fence.  Geordie and Douglas will paint the blue fence rainbow colours, and put wooden boards on the inside of the yellow fence.  Geordie says pupils could be involved in painting pictures on these boards – Miss McDonald suggest linking to the Tamil Nadu projects, painting Indian landscapes.  James suggest doing this in art or golden time.  Geordie says costs would involve paint (red, blue, yellow, green, orange) and the boards.  We are not sure of costs, but we are estimating £100.
Juliet and Kirsten looked in the YPO catalogue to find costs of large outdoor floor mats. The options are 2m x 2m mats costing £170 each (page 1294) or 180cm x 60cm mats costing £59.95 (1294).

Other costs would include plants (£50 estimate) however we may be able to get these from families, and fountain (ranging from £30 - £100).
