Trays:  Marlyn explained that the trays we use just now are used in all primary schools, due to health and safety rules.  James said that sometimes portion sizes are a bit small, and Marlyn explained that there are regulations that affect the amount of food the pupils are given.  She would like to be able to give the older pupils the trays they want but she is not able to do so.

Hotdogs:  Marlyn explained that government healthy eating regulations say that the canteen aren’t allowed to use processed foods, which includes hotdogs.  Marlyn is sorry that they are not able to make hotdogs for school dinners any more.

Chocolate mousse:  As with the hotdogs, government healthy eating regulations say that the canteen can’t use chocolate. The canteen are planning to try making a chocolate mousse using cocoa so that they can have this as a pudding sometimes.
