Present: Rebecca, Ruth, Sarah-Marie, Abbie, Lewis, Matthew, Leila, Adia, Miss McDonald, 
Matters Arising:
· Abbie mentioned that the playground bins had been overflowing, causing a litter problem.  We thought it might be because they got full over the Christmas holidays so Abbie is going to keep an eye on this issue and report back at the next meeting..

· Sarah-Marie mentioned that lots of pupils are keen to get more swings in the playground.  The pupil council will investigate the costs of this during a golden time session, then decide if it is a possibility.
· Matthew mentioned that the cloakrooms are a mess due to overcrowding.  Miss McDonald is going to remind P5 and P6 pupils that their jackets should be hung up in the area beside the water fountain.
· Leila suggested that other classes could help with putting the chairs away after assembly.  We decided we’d only ask for help if P6/7 are in a hurry for a particular activity.

· Adia asked if pupils could have more say in what was chosen as the Christmas show.  Miss McDonald explained the difficulty with this (e.g. most shows not having enough parts for all pupils) but will raise this question with the other teachers.

Taking Projects Forward

· The Pupil Council raised £307.04 by selling programmes and DVDs for the Christmas show.  This money will be spent on a trophy cabinet for the school – which we will investigate during a golden time activity.  Added to the money we raised for the quiet area in the playground, this put the pupil council fund at £884.04.
· House teams – after a vote involving all primary pupils it was decided that the house team names will be Gryffindor, Hufflepuff, Ravenclaw and Slytherin.
· Pupil council are going to invite Mr Keddie in to make raised flower beds for the quiet area as a golden time activity.  They are also going to ask Mr Bicket to build some ‘novelty benches’ for the quiet area.
