Present: Rebecca, Ruth, Sarah-Marie, Abbie, Lewis, Matthew, Leila, Miss McDonald, 
Matters Arising:
· Ruth suggested that the Pupil Council support Children in Need by holding  a bake sale in the afternoon of Friday 18th November.  Other members were enthusiastic about this idea and it was decided that pupil council members will bake at home and bring their home bakes in for the sale.  Anyone else who would like to contribute cakes to the bake sale could bring them to Miss McDonald’s classroom on the morning of Friday 18th.

· Rebecca raised a few issues from her class.  One was a suggestion for a path to the multicourt.  The council discussed this and decided that would be quite expensive, and that a reasonably safe route is already available.  She also raised the issue of pupils wanting more comfortable chairs.  Miss McDonald reminded them that Mr Clubb had discussed this with the pupil council last year, and that it’s not something we’d be able to change at the moment.

· The issue of going outside in the rain at break time was raised.  The pupil council suggested that on drizzly days one auxiliary could stay in with those who did not want to go outside.  Miss McDonald will discuss this with Mrs Sineath.

Taking Projects Forward

· Developing the playground – we have £575 currently saved for this. For the quiet area the pupil council would like to discuss building benches and picnic tables with Mr Bicket. They think the idea of pupils helping to build these is a good one, and are wondering when we would do this.

· House teams – the pupil council think we should have 4 house teams and agreed that the first step would be to choose names.  They are holding a competition for pupils to suggest the house team names.  These suggestions need to be in by Friday 25th November.

· Trophy Cabinet – The pupil council will speak to Mr Clubb and Geordie to identify where this would go.  At the next meeting we will look at different types of cabinets, and how much they would cost.

· Fundraising – the pupil council will make and sell the programmes for the Christmas panto – they would charge 50p per programme.  We will make these the week beginning 5th December.  We could also film the show and sell DVDs on the last week of term.
